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Crossing the Strait of Shifting Identities: Analyzing the Evolving Portrayals of
the Zheng Regime in Taiwanese History Textbooks
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This study conducts a comparative analysis of the Zheng Regime narratives
in Taiwan's history textbooks under the 108 and 101 Curriculum Guidelines,
exploring their academic background and historiographical significance. Through
detailed comparison of content additions and deletions between old and new
textbooks, this research reveals how historical narratives transform alongside
curriculum reforms, reflecting the evolution of historiographical perspectives and
research orientations. The findings demonstrate that Taiwan's history textbook
transformations essentially embody deep considerations of historical cognition
and cultural identity, providing important academic insights for East Asian
historiography and history education research.
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
