One crucial reason Japan wanted to establish "universities" in its colonies, Taiwan and
Korea, was the need for an "imperialist strategy" so that other nations would recognize it as
a late-imperialist nation. Japanese officials traveled to imperialist countries such as Britain
and the United States and the colonies of other imperialist countries in Southeast Asia. In
the process, the Japanese realized that the goodwill it gained by establishing institutions of

higher learning in their colonies demonstrated its confidence as an imperialist nation to
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other imperialist countries. At the time, some Korean communists and Taiwanese
intellectuals pointed out this trend. However, their arguments received little attention then,
and even less today, as the Japanese Government-General eventually established

universities in both Taiwan and Korea.
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
